If you don’t have a 

card, sign up with Nancy Austin to take the Safety Training at Lake Perris – Sail Cove on 

Saturday, August 22 at 10 am.  Remember, your kayak must be a sit-in-side 10’ or longer.  No 

sit-on-tops or inflatables are allowed.
